TUITION ASSISTANCE LCS encourages families to apply for a reduction in
tuition if needed. Qualified applicants may receive up to a 25% reduction.
Tuition Aid Data Services, an independent company, evaluates parent
applications and notifies LCS if a family qualifies for assistance. Applications
should be completed online at www.tuitionaid.com. There is a $29
application fee per family. Applications should be completed annually. Final
notification of tuition assistance will be made by LCS Principal.

MULTIPLE CHILD DISCOUNT Any additional child in the immediate family
is eligible for a 10% reduction in annual tuition.

Tuition Assistance and Discounts DO NOT apply to Pre-kindergarten
students. However, all full-time pre-kindergarten students will retain
their current tuition rate for their kindergarten year at Liberty
Christian School.

TEXTBOOKS and OTHER FEES

school office.
